following these step-by-step instructions. If you are unsure about any of these steps:

ωRubber mallet (a metal hammer may chip the paint)

ωA friend or family member (the Can Rack Stackable is much easier to assemble with two 
people)

Assembly needs

ωIf you ever have to live exclusively off your food storage you will wish you had kept your 
food inside and stored your furniture in the garage.  

In order to maintain optimal food quality, place the FIFO Can Rack 
Stackable in a cool area, between 40°-70°, with few temperature 
fluctuations  

ωDo not assemble your Can Rack Stackable on carpet, tile, or other fine floors (it may 
damage the floor)

Assemble the Can Rack Stackable on a sturdy, level surface

ωPound wide beams and crossbars with a mallet until the rivets have firmly set into the 
bottom of the holes. This is extremely important to ensure maximum stability of the 
frame and proper fit of can tracks.

will attach to 3 
cross bars (1 in 
the rear, 2 in 
the front)

ωStart with the 
bottom cross 
bar in the rear 
and engage 
the track with 
the rear snap 
bracket (as

can tracks with 
the snap 
brackets with 
the first two 
cross bars

ωTo connect 
adjacent can 
tracks, 
alternate snap 
brackets (as 
shown above).

Step 12

ωIf you have 
two can rack 
stackables and 
you want to 
combine them 
go to step 13. 

ωCaution: As 
you fill your 
can rack, you 
must fill the 
bottom rows 
first. If you do 
not follow this 
step, your can 
rack may tip 
over.
